CHANGES IN FARMING IN SOUTH KILWORTH

Extracts from a talk given by John Deacon of ToprBaarm at the recent Harvest Thanksgiving service
church.

The Deacon family moved to South Kilworth in 19@0=l lived at Home Farm in the centre of the village
In 1932 my newly-wed parents left for Welford whéhey rented a farm; they also rented a farm on the
Stanford estate and some family land adjoiningritve gates, most of which we still farm today. Our
agricultural enterprises haven't really changethialast 50 — 100 years, being a mixture of castieep

and arable crops. The big change is the reducfiomapower and the increase in mechanised opesation
I remember in the mid 1900s many horses workingherfarm alongside many residents of the village.

Today most farms employ only one or two men, sooreerat all and a lot of work is done by contractbrs
left market Harborough Grammar School in the sumohéi961 and that winter | fed the stock using a
horse and cart. We got our first tractor in thergpof 1962 — a David Brown 990 Implematic bougioinf
Les Hutt whose Agricultural Engineering premisesenia Welford Road [where new houses now stand].
It cost around £739; today new tractors cost betvs8,000 and £100,000.

The main changes in our industry in recent yeave lh@en driven by EU regulations, with directivad a
constraints on almost every operation on the farthteeavy penalties for any rule-breaking. Agricrdtu
has become a global industry governed by markeeforHowever, some things never change and the
harvest, as ever, is dependent on the weathery€hisit was good and completed earlier than usual.
Lambing remains one of the hardest jobs and alsarstg which we now have done by Australian and
New Zealand contractors. Most of the old breedsheep and cattle have been replaced by continental
ones ; Hereford and Shorthorn Cross beef have girggnto Simmental, Limousin and Charolais. We use
Suffolk rams and North Country breeding ewes irtafathe traditional Kerry Hill and Clun Forest.

There are still some cattle markets in this ard@e-+targest in Melton Mowbray, the nearest in Faxto
Road, Lubenham. During 1980s there were markdtgirester, Market Bosworth, Kettering,
Northampton, Oakham, Stamford and Banbury, budralinow closed. The heavy restrictions on the
movement of stock during Foot and Mouth epidema#ributed to their demise.

Most of our fattening cattle are reared on the farmd we continue the family tradition of rearindves;

my wife Anne, helped by Andrew Towers rears thesendk powder to the age of about eight weeks.
When | was a boy my father bought grazing cattenfthe Welsh borders; these would arrive by train a
Stanford — on — Avon station. My friends and | wbaj/cle from Welford to meet them and help drive
them through the village to our land on the StashiRoad. We used to walk the sheep between Welford
and the land at Stanford via Dog Lane. On somesiaea one or two sheep would get too tired, so we



would leave them behind. Later we would go backaismall trailer and meet them coming steadily
along having gone through Dog Lane of their owroagclmagine trying to do that today !.

With the TB situation we have to test the cattlergwear, stressful for all concerned. Every beashe

farm has to have a passport with its life hist@yarded. The cattle are fed throughout the yearettes
prior to lambing and afterwards. Cattle and sheep@utinely wormed and vaccinated. We mill and mix
most of our fodder which we supplement with vitasnamd minerals. Until the 1980s we had to dip sheep
under licence. Flystrike is now controlled witheescidal spray.

South Kilworth today is unusual in having butchetsch serves a wide area, taking stock from loaaifs
and is the main employer in the village. The nunmddervorking farms in South Kilworth has hardly
changed in the past 30 years. Many of the tradititarm buildings have been transformed for redidén
and other uses while bigger buildings have beerteneo house grain, machinery and livestock.
